Material LECOVER extreme is a pre-painted covering, heavy-duty glass veil with foam applied 

to the reverse side.  
 

Use By simply applying LECOVER extreme, medium to coarse glass fabric structures and 
plaster (up to 5 mm) can be covered in a single step and the wall can be completely 
smoothed. Particularly suitable for commercial properties, as there is no need for 
time-consuming filling and work can be carried out efficiently.

 Instructions of use 

  
First step Please check product prior to hanging. Claims after processing cannot usually be considered 

– justified complaints will be examined on a case-by-case basis. 
 

Wall surface The wall surface must be dry, clean and absorbent. Old wallpaper and unstable paint must 
be completely removed. Pre-treat highly absorbent substrates with a deep primer. 
 
For non-absorbent or sealed substrates, a bonding coat with an adhesive primer is necessary. 
This is the case, for example, if the substrate to be covered is glass fabric coated with latex 
paint. LECOVER extreme is bonded after the adhesive primer has dried. 
 
Apply wallpapering corner beads of the required thickness (2 mm) with a trowel. 
 

Hanging Use the glass fibre adhesive LECOLLE Xtra Strong observing manufacturer’s instructions.  
 
Cut the wallpaper strips, adding 5-10 cm to allow for the top and bottom edges. Apply the 
paste (application quantity 300 g/m²) evenly to the substrate in a width of 1-2 strips using a 
long pile roller. Place the cut wallpaper strip into the wet paste bed and press down with a 
wallpaper scraper or wallpaper roller. Immediately remove any paste residue from the visi-
ble side with a damp cloth or sponge. 
 
Glue the next strip onto the joint. Cut off any excess. In addition to the seams, cover the 
entire surface with LECO Background® in a staggered pattern to achieve an even surface 
appearance. 
 
Option for professionals: Once dry, fill the seams with a dispersion or light-weight filler. 
 

Painting After the surfaces have dried thoroughly, they should be painted with dispersion, latex or 
acrylic paint, depending on the stress to which they are exposed. 
 

Note When working with LECOVER extreme, especially on ceiling surfaces, it is important to pro-
ceed with caution. Make sure to use the right amount of the appropriate paste. This will 
ensure that you achieve the best possible result, especially when working on your own.
